On May 10, 2011, the Center celebrated its 10th Anniversary at the Decade of 
Distinction Gala, where the Founding Chairman, Bruce Slovin, was honored for 
his visionary role in building this institution. The event also welcomed the Center’s 
two new Co-Chairmen, William A. Ackman and Joseph S. Steinberg, both of whom 
are longtime members of the Board of Directors.

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In August 2010, the Center was awarded a Challenge Grant in U.S. History 
and Culture by the National Endowment for the Humanities. One of the very 
few institutions to receive this distinguished honor, the challenge grant 
will ultimately provide at least a $2 million endowment for the core work of 
processing archives, cataloging books, preserving and digitizing collections, 
and growing the Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC). 
 
The Center was among only five grantees of this prestigious award, including 
the Museum of Fine Arts Boston and the National Civil Rights Museum in 
Memphis, bestowing a tremendous level of validation on the work we have 
accomplished over the last ten years.
